4 to 10 September
Round the Marks Bay Racing and Zanzibar Raid
1. RULES
1.1 The regatta is organized by the Dar es Salaam Yacht Club, Dar es Salaam, Tanzania (DYC).
1.2 The regatta will be covered by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.
1.3 No national prescriptions will apply.
1.4 If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence.
2. ADVERTISING
2.1. Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the Race Committee.
2.2. Other advertising may be permitted on boats, with the approval of the Race Committee.
3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
3.1 The regatta is open to all catamaran dinghy classes under 21 feet in length. 
3.2 All competitors must show evidence that they are paid up members of their relevant National Class Association, if such exists.
3.3 Handicaps will be allocated to each class of catamaran racing in accordance with the Dar es Salaam Yacht Club handicap system.
3.4 [bookmark: _GoBack]Eligible boats may enter by completing the entry requirements as available on www.tanzacat.com or by obtaining the same by contacting tanzacat2011@gmail.com, and by making the necessary payments.
3.5 Competitors in the regatta shall be members in good standing of a yacht club.  The name of the yacht club shall be stated on registration, and current valid club membership cards may be requested. 
3.6 Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Race Committee.
4. FEES
4.1 The fees (including compulsory local third party insurance [footnoteRef:1] at USD 50 per boat) are: [1:  Please note this local law requirement for local insurers is irrespective of whether a competitor has worldwide or other applicable cover.] 

(A) USD 250 per boat for Round the Marks Bay Racing; or
(B) USD 800 per boat for Round the Marks Bay Racing and Zanzibar Raid.
4.2 Pro rata fees (but including full rate compulsory local third party insurance) for participation on only certain but not all of the days of the Round the Marks Bay Racing or Zanzibar Raid may be made available upon request to the Race Committee at its sole discretion.
5. SCHEDULE
5.1 Registration will take place on Saturday 3 September at 11.00 to 12.00 on DYC quarterdeck.
5.2 Boat inspections will take place on Saturday 3 September at 12.00 to 13.00 in the DYC rigging area.
5.3 Dates of racing will be:
(A) 4, 5 and 10 September Round the Marks Bay Racing; and
(B) 6, 7, 8 and 9 September Zanzibar Raid,
but the 7 September sail to Nyange Sand Bank will not be counted in the racing series.
5.4 The scheduled time for the warning signal for the start of each day of racing will not be before 07:00 (GMT+3).
6. MEASUREMENT
6.1 Each boat racing shall comply with the measurement requirements of the specific class from which its handicap has been allocated.
6.2 All boats may be subject to measurement by the Race Committee.
7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
7.1 Sailing Instructions will be available on or before registration.
8. RACING AREA
8.1 The racing area and the courses will be available in the Sailing Instructions.
9. SCORING
9.1 Boats elapsed times will be corrected in accordance with their handicaps.
10. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
10.1 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk and are reminded of rule 4, Decision to Race.
10.2 The Race Committee will not accept any liability for any damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
11. INSURANCE
11.1 Each participating boat shall be insured with third party liability insurance valid for the duration of the regatta.
12. SAFETY
12.1 All boats are required:
(A) to be entirely self sufficient for all safety, water, food, nourishments, protective clothing, and other requirements while racing or at sea.
(B) to sign in and out for session of racing on each day on forms provided at places as prescribed in the Sailing Instructions or at the relevant briefings.
12.2 All competitors are required:
(A) to wear buoyancy aids while racing.
(B) to ensure that such buoyancy aids are adequate for the conditions.
12.3 Boats may be required to perform capsize drills to prove that the boat and crew are capable of righting a capsized boat and that the boat and crew are seaworthy and capable for the conditions.  The Race Committee at its sole discretion may reject any boats and crew failing to perform these drills.
12.4 For the “Zanzibar Raid” only:
(A) each sailor is required to carry:
(1) protective clothing while at sea (not supplied)
(2) 1 x whistle
(3) 1 x waterproof light / strobe
(4) 1 x inflatable marker buoy
(5) 1 x hand held flare
(6) 1 x tracking device
(7) 1 x knife (not supplied)
(8) 1 x mobile phone (in waterproof pocket) (not supplied)
(B) each boat is required to carry:
(1) all water, food, nourishments and other requirements while racing or at sea (not supplied)
(2) 1 x paddle
(3) 1 x righting line (minimum 16mm x 8m) (not supplied)
(4) 1 x handheld GPS tracking device (waterproof or in waterproof pocket) (with spare set of batteries) (not supplied)
(5) 1 x basic first aid kit (not supplied)
(6) 1 x waterproof and crushproof container (not supplied)
(7) 1 x spare set of AA batteries (for waterproof light / strobe) (not supplied)
(C) each boat is requested to carry:
(1) 1 x handheld VHF (waterproof or in waterproof pocket) (not supplied)
(2) 1 x towing lines (minimum 8mm x 12m) (not supplied)
NB:  Except as otherwise indicated the above items will be supplied at registration by the Race Committee for a hire fee and deposit which is included in the entry fee.
